Cielom vyskumu
je preskimat, do akejmiery st jedla ozna-
¢ované ako ,tradicné slovenské* vysled-
kom historickejkontinuity a do akej miery
ide o konStruované predstavy a symbo-
lické reprezentacie vytvorené v procese
narodnej, kultirneja turistickej prezenta-
cie Slovenska.

Praca sa bude zaoberat procesom formo-
vania kulinarskej tradicie, identifikaciou
jedal povazovanych za typicky slovenské
aanalyzou diskurzov, prostrednictvom
ktorych st tieto jedla prezentované v od-
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bornychpublikaciach, médiach, gastrono-
mii ¢i turistickom marketingu. Vyskum
bude zaroveri skimat regionalnu variabi-
litu kulinarskych tradicii a historické st-
vislosti vzniku jednotlivych jedal, pri¢om
bude reflektovat vplyvy socialnych, eko-
nomickych a kultarnych zmien.
Metodologickybude praca vychadzat z in-
terdisciplinarneho pristupu kombinuju-
ceho etnologicky, historicky a kultarno-
antropologickyvyskum. Vyuzité budi me-
tody analyzy historickych pramernov, od-
bornych a populariza¢nych textov, ako aj
terénny vyskum zamerany nasucasné
vnimanie a prezentaciu tradi¢nych jedal.
Cielom dizerta¢nej prace je prispiet k hlb-
Siemu pochopeniu vztahu medzi gastro-
nomiou, kultdrnou identitou a procesmi
konStruovania tradicie.

The proposed doctoral research focuses
ona critical analysis of the concept of tra-
ditional Slovak dishes in the context of
cultural heritage, national identity, and
social representations. The mainobjective
of the research is to examine to what ex-
tentdishes commonlylabeledas “traditio-
nal Slovak” represent historical continuity
and to what extent they reflect con-
structed narratives and symbolic repre-
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sentations shaped by processes of natio-
nal, cultural, and tourism-related presen-
tation of Slovakia.

The dissertation will explore the forma-
tion of culinary traditions, identify dishes
considered typically Slovak, and analyze
the discourses through which these dis-
hes are presented in academic literature,
media, gastronomy, and tourism marke-
ting. The researchwillalsoaddress there-
gional diversity of culinary traditions and
the historical circumstances surrounding
the emergence of particular dishes, while
considering the impact of social, econo-
mic, and cultural transformations.
Methodologically, the dissertation will
adoptaninterdisciplinary approach com-
bining ethnological, historical, and cultu-
ral-anthropological perspectives. The re-
search will employ methods such as the
analysis of historical sources, academic
and populartexts, and field research focu-
sing on contemporary perceptions and
representations of traditional dishes. The
aim of the dissertation is to contribute to
a deeper understanding of the relatio-
nship between gastronomy, cultural iden-
tity, and the processes of constructing
tradition.

Navrhovana dizerta¢na praca sa zame-
riava na komparativny vyskum mecovych

predstavuyju Specificky typ tradi¢nych ta-
necnych prejavov, ktoré sa v réznych po-
dobach vyskytuji vmnohych krajinach
Eur6py asu spojené sritualnymi, vojen-
skymi alebo slavnostnymi funkciami.

Cielom praceje analyzovat vyskyt, funkcie
a vyznam mecovych tancov v roznych eu-
ropskych regionoch, identifikovat spo-
lo¢né znaky a rozdiely medzi jednotlivymi
tradiciami asktmat kultarne kontakty
a historické procesy, ktoré prispeli kich
Sireniu a transformaécii. Osobitna pozor-
nostbude venovana otazke, do akejmiery
mozno tieto tane¢né tradicie interpreto-
vatako prejavspolo¢nycheurdpskychkul-
tarnych prvkov a ako sa premietaja do sa-
¢asnych procesov uchovavania a prezen-
tacie nehmotnéhokultirneho dedicstva.
Metodologickybude praca vychadzat z in-
terdisciplinarneho pristupu kombinuja-
ceho etnologicky, historicky a choreolo-
gicky vyskum. Vyuzité budi metody kom-
parativnej analyzy, Stadium historickych
pramerniov a odbornych publikacii, ako aj
analyza stcasnych foriem prezentacie
mecovych tancov v kontexte folklorizmu
a kultarneho dedicstva. Cielom dizertac-
nej prace je prispiet k hlbSiemu poznaniu
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mecovych tancov ako vyznamného prvku
europskej tradic¢nej kultary a k pochope-
niu ich miesta v SirSom kontexte europ-
skych kultarnych prepojeni.

The proposed doctoral research focuses
on a comparative study of sword dances
within the European cultural space, with
particular attention to their historical de-
velopment, symbolism, and regional varia-
tions. Sword dances represent a dis-
tinctive type of traditional dance practice
thatappearsin various formsacross many
European countries and is often associa-
ted with ritual, martial, or festive fun-
ctions.

The aim of the dissertationis to analyze
the occurrence, functions, and meanings
of sword dancesin different European re-
gions, identify similarities and differences
among individual traditions, and explore
the cultural contacts and historical pro-
cesses that contributed to their spread
and transformation. Special attention will
be given to the extent to which these
dance traditions canbe interpreted as ex-
pressionsofshared European cultural ele-
mentsand howthey arereflected in con-
temporary processes of safeguarding and
presenting intangible cultural heritage.
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Methodologically, the dissertation will
adoptaninterdisciplinary approach com-
bining ethnological, historical, and chore-
ological perspectives. The research will
employ comparative analysis, the study of
historical sources andscholarlyliterature,
as well as the examination of contempo-
rary forms of presenting sword dances in
the context of folklorism and cultural he-
ritage. The dissertationaims to contribute
to a deeper understanding of sword dan-
ces as an important element of European
traditional culture and to the interpreta-
tion of their role within broader European
cultural connections.

Kultarne dediCstvo je  rozmanity
fenomén /systém kultirnych hodnét.

Okrem legislativno-
inStitucionalneho ramca, ktory definuje
nastroje, formy, moZnosti alimity
jestvovania kultirnych hodnét ako
kultirneho dediCstva, je vyznamnym
faktorom jeho vyuZivanie, ako reakcia
na spoloc¢enskt objednavku a poziadavku
ekonomického, socialneho, kulttirneho, ¢i
emocionalneho profitu.

In addition
to the legislative and institutional
framework defines the tools, forms,
possibilities and limits of the existence of
culturalvalues as cultural heritage, its use
inanimportant factor,asareactionto the
social order and the demand for
economic, social, cultural or emotional
profit. Research into the use and
possibilitiesofusingculturalheritage is an
important  prerequisite = for  its
preservation and profiting.

The topic draws on insights from
cultural studies, ethnomusicology, and
social memory, and will also focus on the
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impact of social and technological chan-
ges on the preservation and transmission
of musical heritage.
